Physical Installation 

1. Connect an Ethernet cable 

Method 1.  Connect one end of the cross over cable (in accessory, red color cable) to the LAN port located on the Network Camera’s bottom and attach the other end to your PC

Method 2.  Connect one end of the Ethernet cable to the LAN port located on the Network Camera’s bottom and attach the other end to the net-work device (hub or switch). 

Note: 

Your PC’s ip address may be changed in order to connect to the network camera. Please refer to page 4 of Quick Guide for the detail.
2. Attach the power supply

Connect the provided power adapter labeled “5V DC” to the Network Camera connector on bottom and then plug into AC power socket. 

3. Check the LED ( Front Panel ) 

The LED on the front panel would be ON, and the 10/100 LED would flash for few times to detect network connection. The network indication LEDs would be on depending on which network type is available.

LED Definition:

5. Place the Camera on the table or fix it onto ceiling or wall 

Use screws to fix the Network Camera onto the ceiling or wall. You could also put the Network Camera on the table directly. 
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Camera administration
The Network Camera provides GUI ( Web based, Graphical User Interface ) for machine management and maintenance.

When you installed your IP camera over your network environment, to start Network Camera web configuration, you must have the web browsers installed on computer for web management.

· Microsoft internet Explorer 5.5 or higher with Java support

Default LAN interface IP address of Network Camera is 192.168.0.20. You may now open your web browser, and key in http://192.168.0.20 in the address bar of you web browser to logon Network Camera’s web configuration page.

The Network Camera will prompt for User Name and Password. For the first time, please enter: admin as username and admin as password to continue machine Web Management.
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If difficulty is met, please refer to the following steps to establish the connection: 

· Your PC can establish a physical connection to the Network Camera. The PC and the Network Camera must be directly connected (using the cross over cable included in the package.) or on the same LAN segment. That is the PC must be configured to an IP address and subnet mask in 192.168.0 x (x=2~254, but not 20) segment. For example: IP: 192.168.0.2, subnet mask : 255.255.255.0.

· Following two photos show you how to find out current ip address of your PC, please write the address onto paper before you change it. 
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· The Network Camera must be installed and powered ON. 

· If the Network Camera’s default IP Address (192.168.0.20) is already used by another device, the other device must be turned OFF until the Network Camera is allocated a new IP Address during configuration. 

Or you may execute MPEG4 IP Finder to discover Network Camera’s IP address.  MPEG4 IP Finer can only discover Network Camera which is in the same LAN network: 

Procedures of MPEG4 IP Finder utility 

· Please find the MPEG4 IP Finder in the Utility folder on user s manual CD

· Double-click the MPEG4 IP Finder and the following screen should be prompt on your computer.

· Choose the destination camera for IP address and device name modifications. 

· Press “Submit” button to activate these settings.
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· After modifications, you may now connect the camera via web browser.
